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Storm Recovery Update — Dean Heiford (Recovery Manager — MDC Services)

Dean gave update on the wider Recovery process for Marlborough. The majority of the Sounds roads
will be open by the 30 November. The roads will still be fragile so there will 12.6 meters long and 3.5
tonnes / single axle trailer limits. Exemptions will be provided to some vehicles. A portaloo has now
been delivered to Fish Bay along with a 20-foot container for storage. The barge subsidy is still
running. The barge will close down on 24 December and return on 6 January.

Marlborough is still under a recovery notice which will be extended again. The Minister visited
numerous damaged sites and is willing to re-sign due to the roads still being under repair. It allows
Council to be able to keep up the welfare assistance and to control the roads for local’s safety. The 15
December renewal will go through to January 2022.

Kenepuru Road is closed so the scheduled community meeting was cancelled due to residents not
being able to use the road and also the roading experts were not available. Early December will be
the next date for the community meeting once they are able to drive to meeting. ClIr Faulls with liaise
with the MRRT. On Friday 19 November there was a vax community day at Waitaria Bay.

There have been instances of people acting aggressively towards road workers, which is
disappointing. Holiday makers need to be off the road due to safety issues of people driving on
unfamiliar roads that are still damaged.

Destination Marlborough advising people that the Kenepuru Road will be closed.

Council and the roading team will be working on how to rebuild roads with the foresight into climate
change and sea level rising and more frequent weather events.

A months’ notice will be given to locals prior to future road closures and repairs.

Questions/Answers

Monyeen asked if campervans will be allowed on the road. It was noted that no campervans,
caravans or large trailers with boats will be allowed on the roads due to narrow roads and turning
issues.

There will be access for locals, bach owners and business owners.

The size of trailers is an issue at the Portage drop out which will not take a 2.5-meter trailer. There will
be no heavy tandem trailers allowed and also width restrictions.

The launching ramp at Cowshed Bay may be reinstated with DOC looking into potential contamination
of the soak pits. If this is the case, then the camping ground may not be allowed to open.

Lynley gave thanks to Dean for employing locals at the check points.

Marlborough Roads — Steve Murrin

The Tennyson Inlet work will recommence after being delayed. 50 staff are now dedicated to the
recovery side. Three new teams are yet to join. With three experienced staff resignations it is proving
difficult to find replacements. Fulton Hogan will be assisting the efforts by relocating teams up from
Canterbury. The North Island teams will be delayed due to Covid. The Kenepuru Road is hoped to be
open by 30 November. There will still be road closures in sections for a few hours, days or weeks
depending on the work to be completed. A lot of design work is happening with large retaining walls to
be built. Discussion about the further restrictions for boat trailer lengths and tonnage will need to be
relooked at due to the roads being fragile. It will be at least 18 months until the roads can be back to
pre-event. Some roads may remain single lane in some areas due to large amounts of roading falling
away. A crusher will need to be barged in to get the gravel done. The roadside mowing needs to
completed as the grass is long.

Questions/Answers

Moetapu Bay Road — Damage done after grass was mowed and then blocked up the culverts which
caused flooding damage as water was trapped. It took two hours for the blockage to be removed.
Steve Murrin made a note of this.

ClIr Faulls noted that at a community meeting the locals are willing to meet contractors and familiarise
the contractors with where the culverts are.

Tim asked via Zoom about the slip up behind Okiwi Bay. Steve confirms that a team will be there
today to look at it.

Steve has sent a crew to Rangitoto ki te Tonga/D’Urville Island to review some trees that had come
down. (Now fixed)

Linda advised Steve that a slip and a tree is down in Duncan Bay which broke a road barrier. Steve
will send a crew out to check the area. The rainfall has increased in the Sounds area over the years
which is causing frequent issues.

GNS is carrying out work for Council as well which will be critical for repairs.

Awatere Valley Road, Upper Waihopai, North Bank and Top Valley were also areas that sustained
damage in the weather event, not just the Sounds area.

Clr Faulls spoke of Councils hydrologist who is due to retire. Clr Faulls acknowledged the residents
and commended them on their continued resilience under trying times.

A break was taken for morning tea with the meeting resuming at 10.53 am.
Dean Heiford and Steve Murrin left the meeting at 10.35 am.

Oli Wade joined the meeting at 1040 am.

Gina Ferguson joined the meeting at 10.50 am.

Harbourmaster Luke Grogan joined the meeting at 1100 am

King Salmon Compliance — Gina Ferguson (MDC Consents & Compliance
Group Manager)

Gina advised that the King Salmon reports are not completed as yet. The high-flow sites are now
being done by SLR. Hilca are assisting Council to interpret the reports. Gina will send the item out to
the committee prior to the next Environment Committee so members can view.

3 Waters Review — CIr Taylor and Mayor Leggett

3 Waters discussed and Marlborough will move to entity C.
Boundary issues with our southern boundary line.
Ownership/government terms that boundary will sit in boundary C.

All drinking water needs to reach the standards. This includes the Sounds water supplies. If Sounds
area cannot reach those standards, then the costs of making them comply, will fall onto the
community.

Mayor Leggett spoke on the next steps for the 3 Waters and a working group that has been set up to
work with all iwi and government entities. Council believes there are better models that the 3 Waters
model proposed. It has been a time -costly project. 30 out of 60 Councils have signed the letter of
disapproval, including Mayor Leggett which will be sent to the Prime Minister today.

It is not just about water as Marlborough has issues with storm water and waste water rather than
unhealthy water.

Questions/Answers

There is general frustration of Council being told it is a choice and then to be forced by the
government to comply after so much work went into investigating.

It was asked how would the small communities fund their water to 3 Waters standard and what would
the time limit be for residents to comply. Deputy Mayor Taylor advised that a single house water
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supply will not be counted as a ‘supply’. Two or three homes will be deemed a ‘supply’. Council will
have no decision making or policy powers over the water which means that Council cannot advise
residents of what the time limit will be once 3 Waters comes into practice.

The regulator will have nothing to do with Council. The regulator will set the standard. The new
drinking water standards will be similar to what they are currently.

Okiwi Bay have done a lot with their local water supply.
ClIr Faulls advised there is a lot of information on Council website on the 3 Waters.

Water samples used to be sent into Ministry of Health. Under the new entity the samples will be sent
to the Water Service Regulator. All the current water risk assessment offices will transition to the new
Water Service Regulator.

The monitoring of the state of the estuary and to check if any type of sea grass was in the estuary.
There is a native species of grass called Ruppia in the estuary which takes 15-20% of the area. This
is a significant find to have the Ruppia of such a large amount.

The next time you are out enjoying the Marlborough Sounds, take a moment to consider the impact of
your actions on this unique environment.

Councillors at a recent Environment Committee meeting heard first-hand about human impacts when
findings from a report on the types of marine litter typically found on Marlborough’s coastline were
presented.

The Council's Coastal Scientist Oliver Wade spoke about marine litter and the fantastic efforts of the
local community to clean beaches around the region with the resulting ‘litter intelligence’ that has been
gathered. He also revealed the characteristic of marine litter collected during the beach cleans around
Marlborough’s coastline.

“Beach cleans and beach litter surveys were organised by various community groups and schools as
part of the ‘Litter Intelligence’ project,” said Mr Wade. “Compared to other regions, a similar number of
marine litter items are found on our beaches.”
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Since early 2019, 28 surveys have been conducted in 10 different survey areas around Marlborough’s
coastline by seven community groups. The survey areas are mainly in Queen Charlotte
Sound/Totaranui and Pelorus Sound/Te Hoiere with one also at Rarangi.

“Marine litter was found at all these survey areas and plastic items made up the majority of this marine
litter, but glass, ceramics and metals were also found,” he said. “Marine litter is basically any item of
human origin released into the marine environment.”

“Ultimately it would be great to stop these items going into the environment in the first place,” he said.

The flow on effect of plastics was also discussed at the meeting where a report describing initial
results on the extent of microplastic contamination in the sediments of Queen Charlotte
Sound/Totaranui was tabled.

Queen Charlotte Sound/Totaranui is the first place in New Zealand where sediments have been
studied to determine the extent of microplastic contamination, thanks to a joint study between the
University of Auckland and NIWA researchers.

Researchers focussed on two areas, an anchorage area near Picton and the Long Island Marine
Reserve. Varying levels and types of microplastics were found in both areas. There is more work to
come on this to identify sources of this pollution.

Outcome of the Okiwi Bay Fatality

18 months ago, a collision occurred between a fishing vessel and a marine farming vessel on a
mooring where a fatality occurred. The Harbourmaster spoke of the investigation into the practice. A
large green buoy has been put into Okiwi Bay as a visual aide and how to navigate around this.
Information is on the Harbours website.

Summer time holidays are approaching which means a busy time on the water with holiday makers
and bach owners returning to the Sounds, therefore the Harbourmaster will be monitoring vessel
speed and the wearing of life jackets and jet ski patrols will continue.

Mobile and fixed speed cameras are operating and have brought about successful infringements.

There is an oil rig called the White Marling arriving in Admiralty Bay. The Harbourmaster is working
with the Director of Maritime NZ and is satisfied with the oil rig not having a pilot on board.

New ferries: 2025 for the first one and 2026 for the second one. Tory Channel/Kura Te Au risk
assessment is still being investigated to find an optimal shared work way for all vessels to use safely.
This is through the NZ Maritime School. The Harbourmaster spoke of people wanting a line or
expanded corridor for people to stay away from the ferries, however a direction set each way may not
be viable for other recreational users, bach owners, marine vessels etc so the systems need to work
for all parties. The information is currently with the NZ Maritime School and is expected to be returned
by the end of the year. This will fall into changes to the existing bylaw. There is a lot of information
and education that will follow with this.

Questions/Answers

Catchment and land uses (i.e. forestry etc) are still an issue creating the risk of sediment loss in all the
catchments in the report.

70% of legacy settlement is found in the catchments. A core from the seafloor was taken as a sample
and this can be examined and found where it has come from. This is decades or centuries old, pre-
European time.

Under the new Plan, Council will put in place areas where the legacy issues do not happen again in
the future.

Clr Faulls asked would it be of assistance for local community groups to take samples for Oli? It was
said that this could be done.

It was asked of Eric what the numbers are on vessels doing dredging in the areas. There is a way to
track these. It would be good to have this information for a further conversation.

It was asked if the Ruppia could be grown out of the lagoon and then placed into other lagoons. It was
said that the grass may not take if the water is dirty.

It was asked if the new buoy in Okiwi Bay has a light on it as the fatality occurred at night. The
Harbourmaster stated that there should be a green light that flashes every few seconds however he
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will ensure Harbours go out and check the lights are operational.

It was asked by Monyeen regarding the jet ski speed policy and if the jet skis can be registered. This
is a challenge in some areas, however the Harbourmaster feels that the compliance will be better with
Harbours own jet ski out on the water over the summer. It is not legal to enforce jet ski’s to be
registered. Before next summer the goal is to have bylaws back for the Harbourmaster.

It was asked if the risk assessment was not just for Tori Channel/Kura Te Au. The Northern Entrance
and Tori will be busier areas when the new ferries come in and with the usual traffic.

Te Hoiere Update — Heli Wade (MDC Te Hoiere Project Manager)

Questions/Answers

Funding approved in July and announced in October for $7.5 million dollars for the catchment. 79 fte
will be employed in the new project on the living wage. Aubrey from DOC is now working with Council
as a catchment care officer. A new fund/contract manager is Sioban Harnett.

A contract for delivering Early Win work, is currently under way. With any luck this will be achieved by
mid-November. Further staff will be recruited under this programme of work.

At risk catchment fund (Mfe) is also being applied for the project.

Citizen Science programme — community water quality test for MOH as a community initiative so they
can understand what goes on with their water and the life in it.

The vision for Te Hoiere is a collaborative approach with different agencies and for the community to
be involved.

Questions and answers

Anton Wilkies on behalf of MBIE and Destination Marlborough working with Cir Faulls to research new
areas of tourism and track structures. A meeting to take place in early December.

It was asked if the native nursey will be specific to the local area. Eco source will be for the original
plants and not what is there now.

Land transition is within the action plan for the Te Hoiere Project. The land transition can be used to
assist with forestry with how they work sustainably in the future.

CIr Faulls thanked Heli and Alan’s team for their brilliant work.

A break was taken for lunch with the meeting resuming at 1.19 pm

Alan presented a draft terms of reference to group members. Feedback was requested and an edited
version will be emailed for all members to make comment. The next step will be for SAG to agree on
the amendments at the February meeting.

Iwi have indicated they would like to be involved. Council will seek feedback from iwi representatives.

Questions/Answers
Monyeen would like to see a representative from the outer Queen Charlotte Sounds/Totaranui.
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Rai and Canvastown have resident associations but do not get a forum like SAG. Cir Faulls will
discuss with Alan Johnson and Deputy Mayor Taylor. Linda Booth suggested that the Rai and
Canvastown residents were more farming orientated and could be more connected to RAG.

Deputy Mayor Taylor commented that it was important to choose these resident associations (linked
by waters) and that the information from the resident members, should be passed on throughout the
year.

Vic, Poneke and Monyeen would like the group to be able to go out and visit the communities eg
French Pass. Tim’s comments were that the group were to have two meetings in Blenheim and two
meetings in the Sounds. ClIr Faulls acknowledged that members would like to engage with
communities from the Sounds.

Eric wondered why the group is called advisory and not a representative Sounds community group like
a forum. A lot of the presentations can be done via email instead of at the meeting. How do you look
at the function of this group compared to the functions of other groups?

Eric would prefer to see a group with more nautical focus on the marine areas and sustainability in the
future. Alan discussed a new integrated group being formed which will focus on the nautical
approach.

ClIr Faulls recommends the review of SAG be every four years for the group due to central and local
government making changes to areas of Policy, etc which effect the Sounds residents (3 Waters etc.)

It was asked where does Havelock sit? Havelock is not represented within SAG. However, they are
represented on Smart and Connected.

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Appendix B — 3 Waters Map

The Government is considering how best to regulate and deliver the country’s three water services - drinking
water, wastewater and stormwater.

The Government’s preference is to create four new regional water entities which would replace the 3 Waters
work of 67 councils currently managing these services. The exact size, shape and design of these entities is
still being worked on.

The Department of Internal Affairs released a map (below) in June 2021 showing the proposed boundaries
of the four entities, proposing that Marlborough could, potentially, be split along iwi boundary lines and
included in both water entity C and D.
